General information

Move to fresh air. Call a physician if symptoms develop or persist.

General fire hazards

Water fog. Foam. Carbon dioxide (CO,). Dry chemical powder, sand, or earth may be used for
small fires only.

Do not use water jet as an extinguisher, as this will spread the fire.

Vapors may form explosive mixtures with air. Vapors may travel considerable distance to a
source or ignition and flash back. This product is a poor conductor of electricity and can
become electrostatically charged. If sufficient charge is accumulated, ignition of flammable
mixtures can occur.

Dike the spilled material, where
this is possible. Cover with plastic sheet to prevent spreading. Absorb in vermiculite, dry sand
or earth and place into containers.
